Contribution to Knowledge:

           The research focus is Public Policy Analysis in relation to International Resource Control. It has contributed to knowledge by highlighting comprehensively the new dimensions that oil politics has introduced into the global community. There has been focus on the criticality of oil to western civilization and the attendant consequences in view of the excess in the Southern developing nations and the deficits in reserves in the Northern developed countries. There have therefore been a new North, one that is dependent on the South for the first time in global history and a new South, one that possess power over the North for the very first time in global history. This has therefore questioned the Political Science position on power relations from only an aggregate angle rather than from issue relevant perspective. It again redesigns the dependency theory by indicating dependency not only from the structural dependency angle that Political Science views dependency but by a product dependency that oil introduces.

There has however been a need to critically access the role of a culture of subordination in a South that has been consistently dependent and reliant on the North at destroying the power that oil would have ordinarily given the South.
